Membership Renewal   

If you have not paid your membership for 2017-18, then your bikes are not 
registered!!!  
 
The Club’s constitution also roughly states that “If you are two months in 
arrears then your membership lapses and you get the sack and have to go 
through the application process again!” Traditionally the club has not enforced 
this rule.
